Donald E. Spencer, 91 years of age, passed away Wednesday, November 3, 2021, at UH-Geauga 

Medical Center from complications due to Covid-19. Born at Nelson Township, Ohio on April 6,
1930, he was the son of the late Edward and Elizabeth (Norton) Spencer.
