M ANTUA John Thomas Miner, 86 years of age of Mantua, passed away Friday

April 11, 2014 in Aurora, Ohio. Born in Cleveland, Ohio on June 1, 1927, he
was the son of the late John G. and Elsie (Poots) Miner.
